Background?	
•  History	and	RaIonale	for	the	Training	Series	
•  NaIonal	Children’s	Alliance	(NCA)	Leadership:		
-  Oversight	of	project	deliverables;	Funding	

•  Iden7fying	the	Need:	
-  Approximately	25%	of	all	cases	referred	to	Child	

Advocacy	Centers	(CACs)	in	2015	were	alleged	
offenses	by	youth	under	the	age	of	18	

-  2016	NCA	Census	data	showed	that	12.4%	of	CACs	
have		received	some	training	in	ProblemaIc	Sexual	
Behavior	(PSB)-	CogniIve	Behavior	Therapy	(CBT)	

-  NaIonal	Workgroup,	Video	Training	Series,	Fact	
Sheets	and	Webinars	are	steps	toward	addressing	
the	needs	in	the	field	



Barriers Cited by CACs to Providing 
Evidence-Based Mental Health Treatment 

•  Low availability of qualified mental health 
providers 24%


•  Lack of specified training and technical 
assistance 13.9%


•  Client barriers which includes lack of follow-
up and dropping out of treatment 30.2%
